International education and training has always been one of the core operations
amongthe TaiwanICDF’s many functions. Human resource development programs
play a vital role in assisting partner countries achieve sustainable development, and
education is one of the crucial mechanisms in training workforces in developing
countries. When the TaiwanlCDF implements any cooperation project, it pays
attention to education and training for program sustainability, The TaiwanICDF does

this to ensure that its work will result in tangible long-term benefits and help as many
people as possible.

The TaiwanICDF’s early human resource training programs consisted primarily of
short- term workshops with specialized topics. These workshops focused on the most
relevant and advantageous elements of Taiwan’s development, transmitting Taiwan’s

successful experiences to government officials and professionals of Taiwan’s
diplomatic allies.

The plan to promote the TaiwanICDF Scholarship Program was first started with the
intent to train agricultural professionals. This was later extended to other research
fields to diversify the overall scholarship program.

Scope of Scholarship

Entitlements: The total scholarship, including airfare (round-trip), housing,
tuition, credit fees, insurance, textbook costs and a monthly allowance will be
provided by the TaiwanICDF to each student within his/her given award period.
The scholarship is itemized as follows:

1. Airfare: The TaiwanICDF shall arrange your most-direct flights to and from
Taiwan with Economy Class tickets."

2. Housing: All students must reside in the student dormitories.

3. Tuition fee: The TaiwanICDF will cover the tuition fee as required by the
student’s university.

4. Credit fees: Credit fees vary with the number of credits registered. Credit
fees will also be covered as required by the student’s university.

5. Insurance: While in Taiwan, in addition to the mandatory student safety
insurance set by the Ministry of Education, each student must be insured
for accidental and necessary medical coverage. Insurance fees will be
covered for the entire duration of the program.

6. Book costs: Purchasing textbooks as required by the instructors shall be
subject to the approval of the director of the student’s institute.

7. Allowance:

(1) Undergraduate’s Program: Each student shall receive NT$12,000
per month during the period of the program as allowance for food
and miscellaneous living expenses. The sum will be deposited

. monthly into the student’s local bank account.

(2) Master's Program: Each student shall receive NT$15000 per
month during the period of the program as allowance for food and

' For Ph.D. program students: For a period of continuous, non-interrupted study, if the
completion of a degree program exceeds the given award period (four years) but falls within
six years, the TaiwanICDF will still offer the successful graduate a return flight ticket.

miscellaneous living expenses. The sum will be deposited monthly
into the student’s local bank account.

Ph.D. Program: Each student shall receive NT$17,000 per month
during the period of the program as allowance for food and
miscellaneous living expenses. The sum will be deposited monthly
into the student’s local bank account.



Terms of the Program

By accepting a scholarship from the TaiwanlCDF, you must, for the duration of your
period of study in Taiwan (for a maximum of 2-5 consecutive years):

1. Agree to abide by the laws of the Republic of China (Taiwan).

2. Agree that during your study at your host institute, all matters related to the
program will be settled in accordance with the institute’s rules and regulations and
that your host institute’s decision will be final and implemented accordingly.

3. Agree to return to your home country soon after the completion of the program.

4. Be responsible for all expenses that exceed the amounts and terms stated in the
Scope of Scholarship.

5. Agree to repay airfare and living allowances should you decide to drop out of the
program without gaining the prior consent of the TaiwanlCDF or without providing

proof of exceptional circumstances, and you accept that the TaiwanlCDF’s
decision in this matter will be final.

6. Agree that the TaiwanICDF has the discretionary right to suspend your monthly
allowance due to any misconduct by yourself, including but not limited to absence
from school or the receipt of minor demerits given by your host institute.

7. Agree that the TaiwanICDF has the right to terminate your scholarship if you:

(1) are found to have engaged in political activities or any form of employment for
profit or gain;

(2) are found to have violated the laws of the Republic of China (Taiwan), have
been given any major demerit by your host institute, or have withdrawn from
or been expelled by your host institute.

(3) have not participated in program orientation or registered for your program in
time without reasonable cause.

(4) are found to be physically unfit to study in Taiwan due to suffering from any
chronic illness during your time in Taiwan, or due to suffering from any
préexisting condition that you had not previously declared.



(5) are found to have given an unsatisfactory academic performance’.
(6) fail to provide a certificate for the Level 3 Chinese proficiency test (TOCFL) by
the end of the first year® (for recipients of Mandarin-taught programs).

8. Certify that the information contained in the physical examination form is genuine

and agree that you shall not request reimbursement for hospitalization in case of a
chronic iliness in Taiwan.

9. Agree to study for and pass the Chinese proficiency test (TOCFL) organized by
the Steering Committee for the Test of Proficiency-Huayu®:
(1) for English-taught programs (master’s), you should pass the Level 1 Chinese
proficiency test (TOCFL) before graduation.
(2) for English-taught programs (bachelor’s/Ph.D.), you should pass the Level 2
Chinese proficiency test (TOCFL) before graduation.
(3) for Mandarin-taught courses, you should pass the Level 3 Chinese

proficiency test (TOCFL) by the end of first year, and Level 4 before
graduation.

10. Agree to summarize your completed thesis manuscript for the SCI, El, A&HCI,
SSCI and TSSCI journals or the Journal of International Cooperation (JIC) (*not
applicable to undergraduate students).

11. Fully agree that matters not included in these terms will be handled in
accordance with provisions related to TaiwanlCDF scholarship affairs.

12. Agree to provide your personal information, including but not limited to your
academic performance, to the Republic of China (Taiwan), public institutes in
your home country and the TaiwanlCDF.

' Academic performance will be considered “unsatisfactory” if you:

(1) Fail the academic average in any one semester. This means either failing the required standard set
by your host institute, or averaging 60 out of 100 or lower for undergraduates or 70 out of 100 or
lower for postgraduates (equivalent to the GPA scale conversion of your host institute); in which case,
full scholarship will be suspended during the following semester. Should the academic average be
achieved during this next semester, the TaiwanICDF will continue the scholarship by request; or

(2) Fail exactly or more than one-half of all modules that you elect to study across two consecutive
semesters; or fail exactly or more than two-thirds of all modules that you elect to study in any one
semester. In this case, the full scholarship will be terminated.

(3) Fail the Master's/Ph.D. Thesis Research or Independent Study component of the program, or related
subject; in which case, full scholarship will be suspended during the following semester.

? The full Chinese proficiency test (TOCFL) includes listening, reading, speaking and writing sections.

According to the provisions of the TaiwanICDF, you should enroll in and pass the listening and
speaking sections.
